DOVERBECK SHOW RULES 2010





It is the Competitor’s responsibility to ensure they have read and signed a disclaimer form before entering any classes, including the minimus.


Correctly fitting, secured hats must be worn whilst mounted, along with Jodhpur or long riding boots (Including fancy dress classes). The Committee recommends the use of body protectors. 


The Committee reserves the right to withdraw or refuse membership.


The Rider is the Member not the horse. The Combination earns the points.


All ages are as at 1st Jan 2010.


To be eligible for a class trophy at the Presentation, combinations must have entered the class at least twice. 


The Committee reserves the right to change the schedule at any time. 


If a Competitor competes on more than one mount, it is their responsibility to space classes accordingly.


Under no circumstances will the Committee be held responsible for Competitors missing classes.


Entry fees are not refundable, regardless of circumstance.


Competitors may enter classes non-competitively at the Committee’s discretion. Full entry fees apply.  Competitors can not enter subsequent classes of the same discipline competitively. 


Competitors are forbidden to enter a ring if a Steward is not present.


Competitors must keep within show ground boundaries. Cantering/galloping outside of a designated ring is forbidden.


The Judge’s decision is final.


Competitors wishing to complain may do so in writing with the accompaniment of a £15.00 fee (refundable if upheld) within 30 minutes of the incident.


Persons found to be abusive or aggressive towards Show Officials or Committee members will be asked to leave the showground immediately, with a possible ban from future shows.


Lead rein Competitors must be lead at all times whilst on the showground, an exception being the minimus ring on the last show of the season. Leaders must be over 16 years of age and are classed as Competitors; therefore they must have signed a disclaimer before entering any ring.


Kindergarten is open to Competitors coming off lead rein, maximum age 10 years. Competitors may have assistance in the ring but will be scored accordingly. The previous years Overall Winner will be moved to the next class. All is at the Committee’s discretion. 


FEI ruling of 4 faults for a first refusal, elimination on the second.


Following a fall of Horse or Rider, the horse must be lead dismounted from the ring.


Whips are not permitted in Games, Novelty Jumping and Chase Me Charlie classes.


Spurs may be worn by Competitors over the age of 16 years (01/01/09) on mounts over 14.2hh. Spurs are forbidden in Games, Novelty Jumping, Chase Me Charlie and Junior Dressage classes.


Excessive/incorrect use of whips/spurs will not be tolerated. Persons, in the Committee’s view, found ill treating an animal will be ordered to leave the showground and banned from future shows. Accrued points will be deducted. 


Committee Members are forbidden to Judge a class in which they may have a vested interest. 


Horses which have been bred, sold, leased or produced by the Judge or their immediate family or employer will not be eligible to enter that class. 


The lunging of horses is forbidden anywhere on the showground.


Horses aged 4 years and under are prohibited from entering the showground.


Horses that may kick must wear a red ribbon in tail. Green ribbons are recommended for young horses.


Horses must not be left tied to the outside of horseboxes/trailers unattended.


No dropping of litter.


Dogs must be kept on leads at all times.

Novice Pony/Novice Horse Show Jumping & Working Hunter. - competitors entering the height and open classes who are placed (1st – 3rd) CANNOT compete in the Novice Pony or Novice Horse classes. ‘Placed’ means at any Show or Club and during any season. This ruling applies to Show Jumping and Working Hunter. If you are NOT a genuine Novice and book into a Novice Pony or Novice Horse class, upon entering the ring, you will be refused entry and no refunds will be given. No more than 2 Working Hunter or Show Jumping Classes can be entered at each show by a horse/pony and rider combination.
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
